If you would like to develop your tasting skills, spending time in an aroma room
and visiting a wine cave are interesting interludes. A cheese platter of local
cheeses qids the tasting process during the afternoon.

Return o the lodge to relax and sample Aurum's Pinot Gris, then make your
choice from our wine list of any of our South Island wines to enjoy with dinner.
